 PURPOSE 
The three awards of $1,500.00 shall be awarded to students who demonstrate high academic achievement, display 
active involvement and leadership within their current post-secondary music program and plan to continue to their 
studies in order to prepare for a professional career in music.  
 

 CRITERIA and ELIGIBILITY 
The 89.5 The Hawk Second Year Post Secondary Music Scholarship will be awarded to a student(s) that: 
a) Is pursuing their second year of post-secondary music studies in any instrument or area including music business, 

music recording, music education, music performance and music therapy with an accredited institution    
b) Has been accepted by a college or university for study in the upcoming academic year
